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INTRODUCTION

The FREE AUSTRALIA PARTY came into being to combat the heavy-handed governance of
parliamentary parties who place themselves above the people they were elected to serve. As a result, a new
elitist mentality has formed among the very people we elected to be our servants and representatives. We
now have political parties behaving like modern day aristocrats, wheeling and dealing amongst themselves
to decide who gets which preferences from a voting public that have been successfully trained to vote above
the line; thereby surrendering the full power of their vote to what is effectively, an oligarchy.

This system is characterised by a “top-down” approach as the few invent laws to dictate what other,
supposedly separate arms of government, are to do. This was clearly seen in the Serious Organised Crime
Control Act 08, which imposed draconian restrictions on basic human liberties and undermined the
autonomy of the courts. Thankfully it was ruled invalid by the sitting Supreme Court of the day, not that it
has stopped the oligarchs from discounting the significance of the Court's decision, treating their ruling as
largely conjecture, and planning their next attack on our natural rights and freedoms. Human rights
obviously mean little to those who rule from above, where the individual or minority group is sacrificed on
the Machiavellian? premise that “the end justifies the means.”

In the society of the new aristocracy it has become expedient that the individual be sacrificed for the greater
good. This is not a sacrifice that individuals or minorities are asked to make, but a decision that those in
power have imposed upon them. The politics of fear have become the rule of the day, where the non-
conformist with a sense of solidarity is the prime scapegoat along with any citizen who dares associate with
those so identified. The goal of those utilising the politics of fear is to drive a wedge into the heart of
society so that the government becomes its eyes, ears, and moral compass. This type of wedge politics
actively deconstructs the democratic values upon which Australia is based, and seeks to destroy confidence
in the Courts as a necessary, and autonomous, arm of government.

In such societies democracy is dead because government spin is hard at work, educating its vote bank that it
has society’s best interests at the heart of every policy it produces. The spin is so successful that no
significant protest is heard when, without the public’s consent or foreknowledge, a “social experiment” in
the form of a draconian law challenging the separation of powers that ought to exist between the Legislature
and the Judiciary was implemented. The only real protest has come from those targeted by the new laws.

The valuable principles of governance upon which the Australian Constitution is based, have been slowly
but surely eroded by political aristocrats who pervert and twist them for their own benefit and to the loss of
those they are meant to serve. The concept of “Parliamentary sovereignty”, designed to bolster the
autonomy of nation states, is abused as a means to reject the will of the people when performing staged
public “forums”, whose only purpose is to be seen to be democratic. During such events the public are
instructed before being given the opportunity to speak what it is that they can actually say to the
government. As a result smaller and smaller numbers turn up to such farcical events.

1 Oligarchy - a form of government in which all power is vested in a few persons or in a dominant class or clique; government by
the few.

Tens of Thousands of dollars are spent in the hiring of professional consultancy firms so that the “will of the
people” can be ascertained, only to be discarded if they bring back a report that is contrary to the will of
those in power. It has become routine practice for those in power to come up with some plan or law they
want to implement, and then, after deciding how they will do it, give the public a limited time frame in
which to argue against it. This is not consulting the public. At best it is being courteous by letting us know
what they are doing, or at worst it is a symptom of the deeper malady of pretension that befalls dead
mechanical systems just going through the motions.

Parliamentary “privilege”, a principle designed to encourage freedom of speech within Parliament, has
become a shield for shameless slander. This crude behaviour is particularly abominable when directed
towards those outside of Parliament, who are denied natural justice through a right of reply. There appears
to be no common decency in our centre of government, nor any one prepared to challenge those who abuse
this “privilege”, out of fear that they themselves might fall out of favour with the new elite that they have
worked so hard to become a part. This fear of challenging the status quo in this regard quickly becomes
licence for rumours, innuendoes, and outright untruths to gain a footing; things that should have no place in
Government.

The FREE AUSTRALIA PARTY stands opposed to fear mongering which turns every person against their
neighbour. Such politics create a national panopticon® where Australians become each other’s guard as they
spy on one another. The end result is suspicion, fear, and dependency upon a government that asserts itself
as our moral compass. The Australian government has lost sight of the fact that all the great laws of society
are naturally brought about as a result of human interaction. We naturally want to have trade and commerce,
and have healthy respectful relationships with others. Not because of the creation of laws, but because it is
in our nature to do so.

When government works to prevent what is in our nature to do through the implementation of draconian
laws, the end result is that they create the very society they propose to resist. They are no longer servants of
the people, by the people, for the people; instead the reverse has become the actuality. Government has
become our rulers and the people its servants.

The FREE AUSTRALIA PARTY represents a grass roots movement of individuals from all walks of life
and backgrounds who have become disenchanted with governance that continually takes away rights and
freedoms, rather than gives them. A grass roots movement which is rising from beneath those who consider
themselves our rulers with the goal to restore our natural and constitutional rights. They are empowered
with the strength and knowledge that comes from the fact that it is our natural right as humans to associate
with whoever we please, to travel wherever we wish, and to say whatever we want.

At the time of writing this manifesto the South Australian Supreme Court had won a battle to keep a
separation of powers between the legislature and the Courts, but not the war. The war wages on, as arrogant
rulers continue to deconstruct democracy, to scheme ways to usurp the courts, invent more laws to control
and direct the people towards their anti-democratic agenda, and continue to engage in wedge politics of fear.

The policy directives stated within this manifesto are the hopes and aspirations of ordinary patriotic
Australians who have risen up to say “NOW IS THE TIME FOR CHANGE”.

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AGENDA

The agenda of the FREE AUSTRALIA PARTY is to wrestle back the governance of Australia into the
hands of ordinary people, and out of the hands of professional politicians whose disloyalty to our country is

clearly shown by their actions.

We base our policy directives squarely upon concepts of Social Justice that seek to respect and support the
rights of the individual and minority group. We believe it is time for change and time to move away from a

two party political system of which the voting public find it near on impossible to tell the difference.

We seek to curb governmental excesses by the introduction of a legislated Bill of Rights and to stop never
ending governance which thinks that by adding more and more unnecessary regulations, laws, and

prohibitions to the backs of voters that a safe secure community will be made.

We seek to turn governance upside down, so that people rule again, and that their permission is sought
before a government does something different to what they were initially elected to do. There is no
transferrable “mandate” in such cases. Part of this restoration of power to the people will be seen in more
referendums being held so that the mind of Australian voters is clearly determined on significant issues, or
decisions. This will generate greater empowerment to, and involvement of, Australians in how our country
is run. A natural flow on from this is that the people be able to initiate their own referendum when they see

a need, and not be dependent upon a government to do so.

We seek to bring back freedom to this country, to restore and protect our natural rights. We will cause a
return to a baseline presumption of innocence for Australians, as they are now considered guilty without
trial. Along with this we will do away with the premise that guilt in criminal cases can be determined
simply on the balance of probabilities, as opposed to it being determined beyond reasonable doubt by a jury
of our peers. We will make it so individuals retain the right to know the detail of the allegations against
them, thereby doing away with intelligence from a secret police force. We will make it so Australians,
previously subjected to such heavy-handed treatment will have the right to cross examine evidence in a court
of law. We will decriminalise silence when authorities, be they the police, or the Australian Building and
Construction Commission, demand an answer. No longer will a person be facing hefty jail sentences for not
speaking.  We would repeal nonsensical laws that remove our natural right to freely associate with
whomever we like. We will restore the notion of crime to be what a person does, as opposed to it being

whom they know.



POLICY DIRECTIVES

WATER

Resolving the ongoing water crisis ought to be the Nation’s No. 1 priority. It is not, instead the States are
locked into petty bickering and political brinkmanship while rivers build up saline content and lakes acidify.

This is unacceptable. Enough is enough! It is time to act.

Our solution is to implement the Bradfield Scheme, which is the idea of turning some of Queensland’s
coastal rivers inland and was first introduced in the 1800’s by the designer of the Sydney Harbour Bridge,
Dr J Bradfield. He envisaged diverting water from the coastal northern Queensland Rivers across the Great
Dividing Range, into rivers that would supply water for stock and other purposes in inland areas. It is an
immense project, but then, so was the Snowy Mountains scheme, which provided employment to many
tradesmen throughout Australia. At a time when State Governments can easily spend up to one billion
dollars upgrading traffic infrastructure, expense ought not to be a consideration when it comes to ensuring a

stable supply of water to a national resource, as is the River Murray.

RIGHTS

We will work towards a legislated Bill of Rights with the goal of it being enshrined in our Constitution. A
Bill of Rights can prevent draconian type laws being implemented, or at the very least make it so that such
laws are made under the spot light a Bill of Rights would cast upon their validity. See the last page of this

manifesto for a set of rights you DO NOT have.
The Bill of Rights we promote will contain:

1 A Right to private property for all Australians as some models currently in circulation (i.e.
Australian Bill of Rights 1985) do not allow for property rights, i.e. your land is "your" land and
cannot be taken at governmental whim to chase a global environmental Carbon Tax agenda;"

1 A Right to freedom of association to prevent any government action seeking to prevent this natural
innate freedom;

1 A Right to freedom of speech in all its forms to prevent any government action seeking to prevent
this by means of electronic or others forms of censorship;

1 A Right to individual sovereignty as it relates to freedom of choice so that an Australian citizen can
act in any way they choose that is demonstrably not harmful to others;

1 ARight to vote

1 A Right to a presumption of innocence

1 A Right to proper health care regardless of income status

S.O.C.CA

We strongly stand against anti-democratic, unconstitutional, laws that blur the separation of powers between
the arms of Government as was seen with the Serious Organised Crime Control Act 08, and its associated
laws. We stand against Australia’s expanding secret police legislations and view them as unnecessary.

Once in power we will immediately seek to repeal such laws

CLIMATE CHANGE

We consider it a concerning development that a “Carbon Tax” has been introduced based on the results of
unsettled science as it relates to climate change. Government assertions that “sea levels are rising™", “the
average surface temperature of Earth has warmed”", “oceans are heating up and acidifying”" are still matters
undergoing strong debate as data comes to light showing the Earth is not as sensitive to an increase in CO2
as previously thought and does in fact release heat into space”, and that sea levels are not rising.""

It is also concerning that the Australian government has decided to operate from a precautionary principle,
likening their action to “purchasing car insurance”, just in case there is some truth in the unsettled scientific
research.” It is our understanding that policy decisions that have an estimated expenditure in the region of
billions of dollars, and an expectation of strong impact on our primary industries, should not be made on the
basis of unsettled science, or fear based “what if” scenarios imagined by economists and right wing

environmentalists.

We reject a Carbon Tax or Emissions Trading Scheme as we have seen the latter lead to a farmer having his
land regulated out of use [read stolen] by the government to make it a carbon sink so they could look good on the

world stage.™

Our policy directive regarding this matter is to recognise and acknowledge that climate changes are the
result of natural influences and that Australia’s CO2 input is so miniscule as to be economically unviable to

act upon. In layman’s terms “why insure a $5,000.00 car for $25,000.00?”

DISABLEDEQUALITY

We will manage federal funding in a manner that will see the disability pension lifted up to minimum wage
standards. There is no reason that their allowance is on a par with the unemployed, as the chronically

disabled cannot help their condition, nor do anything to change it.

LOW INCOME HOUSING

In Australia the poor rarely get to own the house in which they live. The government provided houses they

live in are many years old and have been paid for at least twice by the transient population that travels
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through them. Due to the so-called “Australian dream” of owning one’s own home there is a stigma
connected to being a low income earner who is renting a government house. In essence, government rental
schemes have become moneymaking revenue off the backs of the lowest income earners. Those living in
Housing trust houses do not get that sense of ownership that is needed to encourage them to care for them in
the way that an owner might. Why would they, when they feel it is a part of the poverty cycle where they

cannot even leave a house they have lived in for a large portion of their lives to their children?

Other countries treat their poor in this regard differently. In India for example, slum redevelopment policies
involve giving all occupants of slums a number on a piece of metal that represented the door number of a
flat that was to be constructed in the area that they were living. They are then temporarily relocated to
another area of the city to await the construction of government owned tenements. After 18 months they
took their metal number to the housing authority office and were given a key and asked to sign for it. They
could then move in and pay reasonably, according to income, low rent. What is particularly impressive
about this system is that it was a rent to buy scheme that had them OWNING the flat they were paying for

eventually. This is in stark contrast to how this government treats its low-income earners.

In Australia if the poor want to purchase a housing trust house they are given the option of going through a
private real estate agent who gets the Government top dollar for their ageing house before being directed to
another privately run organisation which will provide them a mortgage. If the poor cannot afford a loan for
the entire amount a secondary loan is offered which silently accrues interest while the primary loan is paid,
after that occurs they can then commence paying the secondary loan, which has by that time doubled. Other
options are that the private mortgaging company can go as a silent partner paying half the cost of the house,
thereby reducing the amount the poor have to pay. It is stipulated however that if the house is to be sold

later the silent partner gets half the resale value.

As an alternative to this perpetual poverty trap we will represent low-income earners in a way that most
governments do not by working towards a rent to buy scheme for the poor following the example set in
India. Under this policy if a housing tenant could show through consistent rental payments for 3 years
financial stability they are automatically eligible to purchase the house, with any money paid in rent prior to
their eligibility, being taken off the cost of the house as they have already paid it. It is a scheme which
would reduce the amount of damage done to Housing trust homes as pride of ownership would naturally
generate care of property, as well as being a scheme which will have a natural flow on to the building

industry; thereby boosting job creation.

MOTOR CYCLES

We support the need for many legislative changes to encourage increased usage of motor cycles as a mode
of transport and to ensure rider safety and enjoyment to do so. We will work towards changing the attitude
to motorbikes, and their riders, within the legislation, by the non-motorbike riding public, and by the
"authorities”. The reality is that ALL motorbikes are more "green” than any common car can be. They
reduce traffic congestion, ease up parking availability, and use less petrol resources, and are a perfect
"single” mode of transport.

PERSONAL SOVEREIGNTY

We support the notion that Government has no place in the personal lives of individuals. It is not the
responsibility of Government to act as “parent” and make laws against or for certain actions adults may
choose to do; as it relates to voluntary euthanasia, associations, gay marriage, home births, surrogacy,
abortions, or clothing. The role of government in this regard is to ensure that appropriate checks and
balances are in place which support and promote individual and national sovereignty. It is our

understanding that Government is there to serve, not rule over us.

DEBT
Budgeting rule 101; if borrowing money is a choice one makes, know whom you are borrowing money

from, what their interest rate is, and how much time you have to pay off the debt. This is so obvious it
hardly needs mentioning and yet our Government does not know who owns more than 73% of Australia’s
debt!™

It is able to identify that the mysteriously anonymous holders of our debt are not domestic and are of an
overseas origin and non-residents of Australia. It also hardly needs to be said that this is completely
unacceptable and is symptomatic of an arrogant oligarchy choosing to withhold information from the

people.

If 27% of Australia’s debt is of domestic origin (read voting public) then why are we held to ransom for a

debt of which we are not directly responsible?

Remember the sudden appearance of the $42 billion dollar stimulus package of which we were all
generously “given” $950.00 each to help “restart” a failing economy and prevent a recession? Think again,
that was no gift; that money was part of a $118 billion dollar loan taken out on our behalf by former Prime
Minister Kevin Rudd.*" Thank you Mr Rudd!
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Our No. 1 policy directive as it relates to this issue is to set an example and not engage in the reckless
behaviour cited before of spending beyond our means. In this regard we are conservative, we want “bang
for our buck”. We would not purchase a $118 billion dollar helium tank to blow up the balloon of a failing
economic system with borrowed money. Anybody who has had a credit card knows very well how
temporary a fix it is to borrow money to simply dish it out to the tune of $950 to people to spend as they
pleased. Yes, it was one big party spending the $42 billion dollars Mr Rudd had obtained for us, and yes
Labor and Mr Rudd appeared like our saviour... the envy of the world, but now the party is over and it is
time to pay it back with interest.

PRISONERS

We support prisoners by recognising that they continue to be part of Australia’s moral commonwealth and
as such have certain inalienable rights.

These rights have been enshrined in many documents through-out history; documents such as the Geneva
Convention®™ the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR)™", and more recently,

Australia’s National Framework for Human Rights™".

Philip Lynch, director of the Human Rights Law Resource Centre, (2007)™" puts it very succinctly:

What is a fundamental principle of human rights law, however, and also a
fundamental principle of commonsense, is that prisoners shouldn't be subject
to deprivations of freedom or liberty beyond those which are necessarily
connected with the deprivation of liberty itself.

One very good commonsensical reason for that is that the overwhelming
majority of prisoners will at some stage re-enter the community. Most people
aren't serving life terms, and it's absolutely critical, therefore, that policies
and practices pertaining to prisons and prisoners be directed predominantly
towards rehabilitation and promoting social reintegration, and not to
excluding people from the very society into which they're expected to enter,
participate and contribute.

According to the ICCPR — Article 10: these basic rights state that

AAl I persons deprived of |l iberty shall be treated
human persono.

A society can be judged by how it treats it’s vulnerable... i.e. the aged, infirmed, AND prisoners. The rights
of prisoners are easy to overlook, or view as inconsequential, due to them being incarcerated for crimes
against individuals/society. If a society does not treat its vulnerable humanely it becomes inhumane itself.
Beverley Schurr, Secretary for the Australian Council for Civil Liberties, cites the late Victorian Supreme
Court Judge Sir John Barry talking about the public attitude towards prisoners®":
The prescription that the criminal should receive a dose of his own medicine has always
possessed a dreadful attractiveness . . . The public image of prison as a place of degradation
where it is right and proper that inmates should be repressed and debased is still strong. In

the public mind ... a prison is a place where people who have done wicked things are kept
apart and held in subjection, so that they will not contaminate law-abiding citizens



We will work to ensure that prisoners are treated humanely by implementing policies which we believe will lead to

greater success with long term rehabilitation and less recidivism.* These proposed polices are:

1 Along with increased support, Victim impact statements to have more impact in court, and more
input.

1 The opportunity for victims to face and challenge the perpetrator of crime as a means of
restorative justice. ™"

9 That the burden of proof for victims is lowered

9 Those convicted of non-violent, or accidentally violent, crimes are not incarcerated with those who have
committed crimes of deliberate violence.

1 Provision of a technical college for every jail that prisoners can access in order to learn trades they can
give back to society and use to obtain jobs once their sentence is completed.

9 That those in prison retain the right to vote.

9 Opportunity to reduce their jail sentence by engaging in offence education and rehabilitation processes by
attending their facilities technical college and using that acquired skill in government sponsored projects
during their term of detainment.

1 Paedophiles to not be allowed to change their names, but instead to be named on a paedophile
register.

DRUGS

The war against drugs is lost and archaic laws previously thought to prevent the spread of illicit drugs now
only punish those dependent upon them as they seek to maintain an addiction. As a result, we promote a
“treatment not punishment” approach through drug decriminalisation. We would seek to introduce a policy
directive after the model used in Portugal where there has been great success in the reduction of illicit drug
use, particularly in the age groups of 13 — 18 year olds, as well as a significant reduction in the Hep C rates
of drug users who previously shared needles. As a result, some existing infrastructure would have to be
changed in order to implement this, i.e. the creation of “dissuasion commissions” who can direct addicts to
rehab centres, and for a referral mechanism to be created within the police force for the passing on of any
users they come across to appropriate facilities for safe detoxification.™* Our aim is to seek out the best
practice possible from other countries, and see if their examples are suitable in our country. This saves us
re-inventing the wheel, therefore saving the taxpayer money, unless we need to for a specific Australian
situation with no workable examples being used. Prohibition as a baseline method for dealing with drugs or
alcohol usage has never worked, and in fact only results in those who need treatment being criminalised and

marginalised by society.

4 Recidivism - repeated or habitual relapse, as into crime.
® Restorative Justice is a theory of justice that focuses on crime and wrong doing as acted against the individual or community
rather than the state. In restorative justice processes, the person who has harmed takes responsibility for their actions and the
person who has been harmed may take a central role in the process, in many instances receiving an apology and reparation directly
or indirectly from the person who has caused them harm. Restorative processes which foster dialog between the offender and the
victim show the highest rates of victim satisfaction, true accountability by the offender, and reduced recidivism
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REFUGEES

We support the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights as it relates to refugees. We support the
Right of those fleeing persecution from oppressive regimes, war, and genocide, to have lives free from fear

of death and to seek asylum.

I.C.AC

Organised crime needs official corruption at a higher level in order to exist within society. As a result we
consider an Independent Commission against Corruption (1.C.A.C) a necessity to remedy this issue. We
resist and stand against arrogant leaders that tell us we do not need one when there is an obvious outcry from
the voting public to do so. If our leaders have nothing to hide, then they have nothing to fear from an
I.C.A.C.

TRANSPARENCY

We demand and will provide greater government accountability through the means of increased
transparency. Secrecy of what should be public information on a governmental level is largely a hangover
from the days when information, owned primarily by royalty, was considered their possession. In today’s
internet based society government is our servant, and as such is expected to have all the transparency that
dictates within the 30-day period we would implement. If 30 days is too tight a period, then delegation of
the task of seeking and providing the information ought to be implemented. Transparency is all-important

within responsible governance.

HOMELESSNESS

We support the acquiring of unused buildings, as local councils from time to time acquire land for their own
purposes. It is not befitting a country of Australia’s status in the world that people sleep on the streets while
buildings sit empty and unused, going to ruin. This could be done in a manner that dove tails in with our

housing policy and act as a transitional waiting place for a more permanent solution to become available.

WORK FORCE RE-ENTRY

We support parents who have had to disengage from the work force in order to raise children, and will do so
by policies that subsidise educational training they may need to do refresher courses in order to re-enter the

workforce.

ABORIGINAL RECOGNITION

It is our understanding that things have not moved on greatly since Prime Minister Kevin Rudd issued a long

overdue apology in recognition of the suffering visited upon Australia’s Aboriginal population by previous
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governments and religious organisations. However, in order for apologies to be accepted as sincere there is
normally a change in behaviour and attitude towards the one at which the apology is directed. This does not
appear to be the case, as there are some serious concerns still being raised by Aboriginal people about the
level of paternalism being shown towards them by heavy-handed governance.

Just one example of these concerns is what is known as a Centrelink "Basics card” to enable "income
management™ which restricts what and where they can buy their needs. Restrictions are placed upon the
purchase of cigarettes, alcohol, and pornography. The main issue with such a policy, besides being
paternalistic is that it generalises all people in receipt of this basics card as being untrustworthy with money,
and uncaring towards their children. This is wrong and damaging to Aboriginal people. Aboriginal people
love their children, and care for them just like non-Aboriginal people. It is a shocking insult to say (by
means of an intervention that suspended the Racial Discrimination Act) that this is not the case. If the same
degree of intervention were to happen in non-Aboriginal communities there would be a rightful uproar, so

why the silence over what is occurring against Aboriginal people.

Other issues in need of serious discussion are the establishment of a Treaty and South Australia's King
William IV 1836 Letters Patent which added recognition of the rights of ‘any Aboriginal natives’ or their
descendants to the lands they ‘actually occupied or enjoyed’ to South Australia's Foundation Act in 1834.
We consider that Australia has lived rent-free long enough and needs to pay its own way and give due
recognition beyond symbolic gestures of acknowledgement of the previous landowners.

We consider it of utmost importance to recognise the original inhabitants of this country and have a policy in
place to do so. It is our policy directive to ensure a Parliamentary seat is made available for an Aboriginal
representative, of their choosing. This individual will be able to sit in that seat taking an active role in the

formation of any governmental policies applicable to them, or otherwise.

We consider it to be consistent with a theme of making things right to invite a leader, elected from amongst
them, to come and take up the seat we would create if elected into power to do so. In so doing a healing of

the people, the land, and the nation would occur due to obstacles being removed.

TEACHERS

We support and agree with teachers that they be paid at a rate commensurate with other States. Some
teachers complain of not receiving a pay rise for 27 years. This is unacceptable. By raising pay rates, more
employees would be encouraged into the teacher pool. We will also work to create a culture of support that

encourages an increased number of male teachers into the profession.
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We also stand against the public naming and shaming of schools based largely in low socio-economic by
means of a pseudo league table. It is divisive and detrimental to the community in which the school is

situated. In this teacher concerns should be heard and policy created which remedies such concerns.

WORKERS RIGHTS

We stand united against actions of the like that we see in the fiasco surrounding the Ark Tribe case where a
body like the “Australian Building and Construction Commission” has greater power than a police force to
demand attendance and then to jail someone for a lengthy period for failing to answer questions. This is

unacceptable in a nation that was built upon the backs of hard working Australians.

PUBLIC ASSETS

We support legislating into place a mandatory referendum seeking public consent before a government
decides to sell public assets that belong to the taxpayer; or that some form of public accountability is created

to bring a check and balances into place.

Public consultations do not suffice as government does not have to follow the opinion derived from the work
hired consultancy firms may provide, as is the case with making alcohol free zones, or in the intervention

into Aboriginal communities.

CITIZEN INITIATED REFERENDUMS

We support a Right for the public to initiate their own referendum and that government follow the results.
This is something that is so significant it is unacceptable that Australian voters do not have the legal ability
to do so. As the Hon. Kim Beazley, Labor's former Minister, once said of the Swiss system of governance
when comparing it with the Australian model and the virtues of citizen-initiated referendums, "They don't
have ‘God governments'. Their governments are not named for leaders as though they belonged to them -
‘the Whitlam Government,’ ‘the Fraser Government.”” @ To date, the Hon. Elaine Nile previously sought to
introduce a Bill supporting the rights of citizens to initiate their own referendum and was met with staunch
resistance from the Hon. D. J. Gay who stated that “Iz is an absolutely frightening and appalling piece of
legislation” " that “threaten the control of the political system of existing elected governments” ™
Because to his way of thinking “Parliament should have the final say on laws, and its power should remain

unchallenged except by itself”.

This is a policy directive that will restore governance and power to the voter so that the voting public is
recognised as the true source of power, of which Parliament is servant. Even our near neighbour, New
Zealand, recently had a citizen’s initiated referendum for an issue citizens within that country thought

important enough.”™’ New Zealand Parliament did not consider such a thing as threatening the “control” of
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the existing government. Recently Europe has permitted their half a billion voters to enjoy the
empowerment that comes through this policy directive.*"' This is democracy at work, and as such ought to

be encouraged.

WHAT YOU CAN DO

9 Stand up and be counted. Use every opportunity to stand united with other Australians that are
deciding enough is enough. One person can make a difference, especially when standing together.

1 Challenge and question every decision government makes by letter, email, radio talk back show, TV
appearances.

1 Write, visit, telephone, your local member demanding to know why they did nothing to prevent the
erosion of our natural rights.

1 If you are not already enrolled to vote, do so, and use your power as a voter to vote out Parties or

politicians who rule from a top-down position.

Volunteer for or initiate protest actions, pass out flyers, and other handouts

Join a Free Australia Party subcommittee to help with the task of restoring power to the people

Stand as a candidate on behalf of the Free Australia Party to represent your area

Man polling booths on election days

If you are able, donate money or materials to the Free Australia Party to help in the work.

Talk with all your friends, neighbours, and work colleagues about the Free Australia Party and the
changes it can bring to their lives because of its policies and bring them to meetings.

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WHAT ARE HUMAN RIGHTS

“Every person has inherent dignity and value. Human rights help us to recognise and respect that fundamental
worth in ourselves and in each other. ™"

Australia has agreed to uphold the human rights standards set out in a number of international treaties and
declarations, including:

The International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR)

The International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (ICESCR)

The Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC)

The Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW)

The Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination (CERD)

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR).”

The reality is that as a nation Australia is NOT OBLIGATED to do so, NOR can the agreement be enforced.

Australia HAS NO RIGHTS for the individual. We are the ONLY Western nation not to have a Bill of Rights
or individual rights enshrined and immutable at law.

For some examples, Australians, permanent residents, or visitors DO NOT HAVE THE RIGHT to:

have a lawyer represent you (e.g., C.C.A, C/W)

cross-examine evidence used against you (SOCCA, SA, Liquor Act, SA)

see the SECRET evidence used against you (SOCCA, SA, Liquor Act SA)
Remain silent (C.C.A, C/W, various hearing commissions etc.)

Be equal before the law (removed under the terms of SOCCA, SA and others)
Assumption of Innocence. (This is being legislated to “guilty” by default)
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Associate with whomever you please. (SOCCA, SA and others)

Whatever RIGHT you think you might have, the reality is you most likely DO NOT
